1983: The Junior School, Falkland St Gabriel's,

1948: The Community of the Companions of Jesus
the Good Shepherd (CJGS), an order of Anglican
nuns, bought Sandleford Priory and moved the
school to its current site

1943: St Gabriel's relocated to Ormonde House,
Newbury in January 1943.

1938: From September to December the school
evacuated to Wantage, utilising facilities at the
former St Katharine's School site

18th Century: Sandleford Priory acquired by the
Montagu family. Mrs Elizabeth Montagu, the
founder of the Blue Stocking Society, employed
James Wyatt, to make the 13th Century chapel into a
dining room, which was then joined to the house by
Wyatt's remarkable Oval Room. The grounds were
landscaped by Capability Brown
