You will be required to deliver inspiring one-to-one lessons across 
classical, musical theatre and contemporary genres (although candidates with single specialisms will also 
be considered); ensuring student motivation and progression, showing evidence of raising student 
attainment and achievement, and demonstrating outstanding vocal pedagogy.  
 
As part of our collaborative music department, you will have exciting opportunities to take support our 
pupils in open mic style sessions and supporting the music department with vocal initiatives and song 
writing.  
 
Opportunities to support students in open-mic style events, develop choral singing and support vocal 
initiatives and song writing within the school are available and it is expected that the successful 
candidate will be keen to invest fully in the musical life of the school.
